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Instructions for Test Battery and Access to Battery Data Application
Please submit a separate application for each questionnaire

Introductory Psychology students will complete a battery of questionnaires during the first week of classes in the fall and spring semesters.  This serves both educational and research purposes.  If you would like to have a questionnaire included in this test battery, or you would like to select research subjects on the basis of demographic data or questionnaires you know other researchers will be requesting for the battery, please read the instructions below and then complete and submit the application form.

Acceptance Priorities.  We have only 60 minutes of the students’ time, so only a limited number of questionnaires can be administered.  Questionnaires that cannot be included in the battery may be included in the battery supplement, which students may complete for research credit during the second week of the semester on a voluntary basis.  The following criteria are applied in deciding whether or not a particular questionnaire is included in the battery or battery supplement:

(1)  The questionnaire MUST be for pre-selecting a minority of subjects from the Introductory Psychology Pool for a future study.  Thus, a clear rationale for pre-selection must be given in the application, and if possible, an estimate of what percentage of the pool might qualify for your study.

(2)  If you merely want to measure subjects’ characteristics in a setting dissociated from your own study, the battery supplement may be your best bet.  So indicate whether including your questionnaire in the battery supplement would serve your purposes.  The battery supplement has no time limit.

(3)  To maximize the number of questionnaires that can be included, shorter questionnaires are preferred.  Questionnaires that take most students more than 10 minutes to complete are rarely included in the battery.

(4)  Similarly, the greater the number of different research projects that request a given questionnaire, the higher that questionnaire’s priority.  This maximizes the number of research projects that have a questionnaire included in the battery.

(5)  Given satisfaction of the above criteria, inclusion priority will be given first to funded faculty research, and then to unfunded faculty research, dissertation research, funded graduate student research, and unfunded graduate student research, in that order.

You will be notified as to whether or not your questionnaire will be included.  If it is, you will be notified and instructed on how to enter your questionnaire into the web-based version of the battery or the battery supplement.  You will be expected to complete this at least two weeks before the semester begins, so that we can check for errors, etc. 
Note:  Only those individuals who participated in the battery (submitted an application, entered questionnaires, etc.) will have access to the demographic data or any other battery questionnaire data.
